3. 续写难点：情节安排相对较复杂，尤其是对丈夫如何营救我的描写，涉及较多的动作描写。(问题解决类续写，要注意细节须紧扣主题，情节须合情合理，须反映解决问题的能力。) 此外，通过对险境的描写，突出丈夫的形象，为消除误解，体会真爱作铺垫。
